ESU set a
record with 32 regular season MIAA wins.

LAST AT-BAT

At the plate Eric Shortell tied the MIAA
record for home runs in a season hitting
his 20th of the season in the eighth inning
to drive in Conner Crumbliss in ESU’s 6-5
extra inning win. In the bottom of the ninth
Nick Wolfe led off the inning with a double,
and was pinch run for by Kellen Lane.
Lane moved to third on a single by Caleb
Williamson. He then scored on a ground
ball out by James Morrison. Williamson,
who moved to second on the play, then
scored on a double by Brian Majors.

THE COACHES

Bob Fornelli is 212-86 in his fifth season at
ESU and is 518-199 overall in his 12th year
as a head coach. He is the fourth winningest
active coach by percentage in NCAA Division
Il baseball. A 1991 graduate of ESU, Fornelli
has taken teams to the NCAA tournament
nine times, including his first four years at
ESU, and was a national runner-up in 2000.
Rick Sabbath is 60-48 in his second season
with the Tigers.

THE SERIES

The Hornets hold a 114-57 overall advantage
in the series with the Tigers. ESU has won
the last six straight games and eight of the
last ten. ESU has faced FHSU six times this
season with all the games coming at Glennen
Field in Emporia.

THE LAST TIME THEY PLAYED

The Hornets pushed their winning streak to 25
games as they swept the weekend series with
Fort Hays state behind a 13-3 run rule win. At
the plate the Hornets got two-two run home
runs in the first inning that would stand up. Eric
Shortell got his 11th home run of the season
when he homered in Conner Crumbliss, two
batters later Anthony Dreiling hit his fourth
home run of the year with Keith Hernandez on
base. Shortell finished three for four with four
RBI while Dreiling went three for four with three
RBI.
