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TWICE AS NICE 
The Hornets, the hottest team in the MIAA,  
will take on the Northwest Missouri State 
Bearcats for the second time in eight days. 
The Hornets have won three straight and 
five of their last six games including their last 
three at home. 

LAST TIMEOUT
Emporia State converted six of eight free 
throws in the final 1:24 to hold off Ft. Hays 
State 67-60 on Saturday night in White 
Auditorium.  Caleb Tegtmeier led all scorers 
with 20 points while DeAndre Townsend 
added 19 points and five assists. Jordan 
Fithian added 12 points for the Hornets and 
added a game high seven rebounds. ESU 
took the lead with 13:34 to go in the first half 
and never relinquished it. It marks the first 
time during MIAA play that the Hornets have 
led for the entire second half of play.  

THE COACHES
David Moe is 111-78 in his seventh season at 
ESU and is 100-58 since 2002. He has led ESU 
to appearances in the NCAA Tournament in 2004 
and 2007 and to five straight winning seasons. 
He has the fourth most wins of any men’s coach 
in ESU history. His .587 winning percentage in 
six seasons is third  in winning percentage 
of ESU coaches with at least four years of 
experience. He is 3-11 against NWMSU.     
Steven Tappmeyer is 385-181 in his 20th season 
with Northwest Missouri. He is 19-9 against ESU 
in his career at Northwest Missouri. He is 11-3 
against Coach Moe. 

SCOUTING THE  BEARCATS
Northwest Missouri is 13-6 on the season and 
5-5 in the MIAA. The Bearcats are 5-1 away 
from home this season. Hunter Henry is leading 
the team averaging 13.3 points per game to 
go along with 7.1 rebounds per game. Lance 
Sullivan is averaging 11.0 points per game and 
2.4 assists per game. Andy Peterson is back 
following an injury and scoring 11.4 points per 
game. 

THE SERIES
This will be the 47th meeting between the 
two teams with NWMSU holding a 28-18 
advantage in the overall series. ESU broke a 
six game losing streak overall and a ten game 
losing streak in Bearcat Arena when they beat 
NWMSU in Maryville. 

LAST TIME VS. NWMSU
Emporia State’s Andrew Davison scored 
a game high 20 points including the game 
winning three-pointer with 11.2 seconds left 
as the Hornets defeated Northwest Missouri 
65-62 in Maryville, Mo. The game saw ten ties 
and nine lead changes as it was ESU’s first 
win in Bearcat Arena since an 80-70 victory 
in 1997 breaking a streak of ten games. 
Marvin Lee added 14 points for the Hornets 
while pulling down six rebounds while DeAndre 
Townsend scored 13 points and pulled down 
seven boards.

Missouri Western at 7:30 p.m. on Feb. 9.
