HOME AT LAST
Six weeks and 18 games after opening 
the season, Emporia State will make 
their home debut in the AAUW Softball 
Showcase. Eight teams will play 21 
games over three days at the Trusler 
Sports Complex.

LAST AT BAT
ESU split two games in St. Louis, 
defeating Wisconsin-Parkside 8-0 and 
falling to host UMSL 2-1. ESU pitchers 
only allowed five hits between the two 
games while their hitters collected nine 
hits. In game one, ESU scored all eight 
runs in the first two innings on their way 
to a run rule win. Jennifer Dace led the 
way with a three run double in the sec-
ond inning. Megan Dennis earned her 
fifth win allowing only one hit over five 
innings while striking out six. In game 
two, ESU had three errors as they fell 
to host UMSL 2-1. Abby Hughes had 
the Hornets lone RBI on a home run in 
the first inning. Jennifer Heery pitched 
six innings allowing only four hits and 
striking out five. 

THE COACHES
Kristi Bredbenner is 171-43 in her 
fourth year at Emporia State and 202-
62 in five years as a head coach. She 
has been named MIAA Coach of the 
Year the last two years and her staff 
was named the 2006 and 2008 NFCA 
National Coaching Staff of the Year.  
She has led the Hornets to two national 
championship games and the regional 
championship game in every season 
as head coach. She’s led the Hornets 
to three MIAA titles as head coach and 
three straight conference tournament 
crowns.   

SCOUTING THE SHOWCASE 
Emporia State is one of just three teams 
with winning records entering the AAUW 
Softball Showcase.  Neb.-Omaha is 9-3 
and Tarleton State is 15-9 entering this 
weekend's action.  Southwest Baptist 
is 8-9 on the season, with Washburn 
at 9-15 and Southwestern Oklahoma 
State 8-12 on the year.  Truman is 3-9 
with Augustana College 0-6 on the 
season.

SERIES RECORD
ESU is 9-4 all-time against Augustana, 
with the last game an 11-7 Hornet win 
on March 10, 2008.
The Hornets lead Neb.-Omaha 17-13 in 
the all-time series, including a 1-0 win in 
last year's regional.
ESU is 29-8 against Southwest Baptist 
all-time including wins in the last ten 
games dating back to 2003.
The Hornets are tied with Southwestern 
Oklahoma State at 2-2 with their 4-2 
win earlier this year.
ESU has used a seven game winning 
streak against Truman to take a 27-26 
lead in the all-time series.
Tarleton State leads the all-time series 
with ESU 4-2 after a Hornet win in 2007 
in the last meeting.
The Hornets lead the all-time series 
with Washburn 64-53-1 and have won 
15 straight against the Lady Blues. 

ON DECK 
ESU will continue their longest home 
stand of the season as they play host to 
Incarnate Word on March 22 at Turnbull 
Field in the Trusler Sports Complex. 
First pitch of the doubleheader is set 
for 11 a.m.
